In Writing, 63%
of pupils have achieved the threshold compared to 68% nationally. In Maths, 73% achieved at least the expected standard which is two
percentage points below the national outcome of 75%. There has been a decline in the percentage of pupils who achieved a greater

depth in Reading and Writing this year, whilst maths has stayed the same at 15%
