1. Purpose of report

Early Years Contingency £150,000 This is less than the value for 
2014/15 (which was £300,000) and 
funds termly changes in pupil 
numbers for 3 and 4 year olds 

Expenditure on Children 
under 5 

£460,000 This is the same amount as in 
2014/15 and funds various staff 
activities supporting under 5’s 

Carry over of trajectory 
funding 

£1,009,190 This funding was agreed by Schools 
Forum in January 2014 and March 
2014 to be carried over and ring 
fenced for 2 year olds at a level of 
£1,518,031.  It is currently envisaged 
that around £1,009,190 of this 
funding will be unutilised at the end 
of 2014/15.

6.1 The Schools and Early Years Finance (England) Regulations 2013 state that 
“A local authority must not deduct the expenditure referred to in Part 1

Schools Budget Shares) of Schedule 2 without authorisation from their 
schools forum under regulation 12 (1), or from the Secretary of State under 
regulation 12 (3).
